How To Enable The Wireless Network Adapter
1. The Unit will boot to the QUICK SETUP screen. NOTE: If you receive an error window about the DHCP server being unreachable, click the cancel button to close this window.
2. Press the F12 button on the QUICK SETUP screen to cancel and then press the F2 button. This will bring you to the Terminal Properties screen.
3. Press ENTER to select Terminal Properties->. Use the arrow keys to move from the currently selected TBT option under Terminal Modality, over to the Desktop option and press ENTER.
4. Press the F3 button for Back, and then press the F3 button again for Save & Exit.
5. Here the system will reboot automatically. Once it is finished, click on START> Settings> Terminal Properties and select the Display tab.
6. Click the Drop Down Arrow next to 640x480 -60 Hz (4:3) and select a higher resolution for your screen that applies to your monitor. Click the Test Screen Settings… button to verify your selection will work. Then click the Apply button.
7. Back on the Terminal Properties window select the Network tab and click the Advanced Parameters… button.
8. Under Advanced Network Parameters, uncheck the Disable WiFi checkbox.
9. You will now be able to select the Wireless Setup… button. Here you will enter the details necessary to connect to your wireless network. When finished click the OK button in each window to save and exit.

How To Return Back To TBT Mode
1. Click on START> Settings> Terminal Properties and select the Desktop tab. Double click Terminal Modality and select the TBT mode radio button. Click OK and then OK again to save and close the Terminal Properties window.
2. The Unit will automatically reboot and return to the original QUICK SETUP screen.
